He 
and I hope we will be able to arrange a joint meeting at some point in the future. IASPM-USÕs 
2006 meeting will take place from February 15th to February 18th, in Murfreesboro/Nashville 
with Paul Fischer as the chair of the Local Arrangements Committee. The program commit-
tee (Susan Fast, chair, Kimasi Browne, Patrick Burkart, Barbara Ching, and Karen Pegley) is an 
excellent group of scholars from a broad range of popular music disciplines, and this edition of 
the Newsletter contains the call for papers. I encourage everyone to submit an abstract. With an 
exciting range of themes and a great conference site, the meeting promises to be Þrst rate.  

 Plans are underway for the next IASPM 
US conference, titled ÒReconÞguring, Relocat-
ing, Rediscovering,Ó on February 15-18, 2006, 
in Murfreesboro, Tennessee. Murfreesboro is 
the home of Middle Tennessee State Univer-
sity (MTSU), one of important centers of 
popular music studies today. MTSUÕs Center 
for Popular Music, established in 1985, fea-
tures an extensive archive of materials from 
the history of American vernacular music, 
and its Department of Recording Industry 
is one of the largest in the nation, with over 
1,300 students enrolled in the major. Both 
are housed in the state-of-the-art John Bragg 
Mass Communication complex, which boasts 
top facilities for multimedia presentations and 
performances. 
 Nashville, Tennessee, only 30 miles away 
to the north, is the home of country music, 
and remains a mecca for country musicians, 
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singers and fans. Its attractions include a 
multitude of live music clubs, concert venues, 
music publishers, record companies, and re-
cording studios, as well as historic music sites 

like the Grand Old Opry, the Ryman Audito-
rium, and the Country Music Hall of Fame. 
Of  course, Nashville is home to active scenes 
for other musics as well, including folk, rock, 
and gospel.

The conference organizers of IASPM USÕs Conference 
2006 welcome proposals for papers, panels, or round-
tables on any aspect of popular music. We are especial-
ly interested in submissions that engage with popular 
music as it relates to the multiple and intersecting 
technologies, identities, and geographies of the early 
21st century. Papers that re-examine methodological, 
analytical, theoretical, and pedagogical terrain and/or 
that re/visit little explored genres, artists, geographi-
cal regions, social differences, and/or identities are 
encouraged. We are aiming for as broad a representa-
tion of disciplinary and interdisciplinary perspectives 
as possible and hope for a conference that will bring 
emerging perspectives on the study of popular music 
into dialogue. We would be especially interested in 
proposals that deal with:

¥Local/Global musics, present and past: how do 
we understand globalization (including notions of Òthe 
localÓ) in the aesthetics and practices of contemporary 
popular musics? How can we re-interpret the history 
of  popular musics in terms of the notion of globaliza-
tion?

¥Popular Music and Social Difference: how are 
scholars thinking about popular music and issues of 
race and ethnicity (including whiteness), sexuality 
(including Lesbian, gay, bisexual, transgender and/or 
queer studies of popular music), gender (including 
masculinities), ability/disability?  How do the intersec-
tion of these issues shape popular music?

¥New Media and Other Technologies:  trends in 
online music distribution, digital recording, intertex-
tuality and music Òmash-ups,Ó and other expressions 
of  music produced, distributed, and consumed using 
networks, computers, and other new media.

¥Popular Music in the Classroom:  connections 
between theories of  popular music and student learn-
ing, including accepted and innovative ways to teach 
popular music history, the pedagogical uses of popular 
music in classes across the disciplines, ideas and evalua-
tions of popular music curricula, strategies for making 
popular music an established element of music educa-
tion at both K-12 and college levels, or how popular 
music is or might be integrated into or taught alongside 
Western art music and/or non-Western musics.

We would especially encourage proposals for papers, 
panels, and roundtables that deal with aspects of the 
Nashville music scene(s) and, given that 2006 is the 
25th anniversary of MTV, we would welcome propos-
als on any aspect of the network, especially its global-
izing strategies and local music television resistance.

Proposals will be read blind by the program commit-
tee. Proposals for individual papers and roundtables 
should be no longer than 300 words.  Proposals for 
panels should include an abstract of no more than 300 
words for the panel as a whole, as well as abstracts of 
no more than 300 words for each paper proposed for 
the panel.
